Next we need your ideas. We want to develop a strong plan for the future transport needs of local people. We don’t have all
the answers, so we want to know what you would like to see, or perhaps “not see”, in the proposals that we include in the
Neighbourhood Plan. This is your chance, we want ideas on

Roads, Footpaths, Cycleways, Buses,Trains, Car Parking
and any other transport related issue.
